 Certificate of Deregistration 
 Export Certificate of Airworthiness (CofA for Export) (Required for EASA aircraft only when exporting to a non-

EASA country. Non-EASA aircraft require a CofA for Export in all cases. It is generally recommended to contact the competent authority 
of the future State of registry regarding the conditions of registration.) 
Where applicable, the following shall be confirmed: 

 The Aircraft falls under the scope of Regulation (EC) No 2018/1139 (EASA Aircraft) and is to be 
transferred within EASA Member States. In application of Regulation (EC) No 1321/2014 (Part-M 
and Part-ML), under normal circumstances no CofA for Export is required (www.eur-lex.europa.eu > EUR-
Lex > Simple search > Search by document number > Number).

Important notes: 
The aircraft will only be deregistered once the FOCA is in possession of the originals of the Certificate of Registration and the 
Certificate of Airworthiness, or of the aircarft’s permit to fly. Before an Export Certificate of Airworthiness can be issued, an official 
Conformity Inspection has to be performed on the aircraft. The aircraft holder should schedule this inspection with the FOCA in good 
time. Once the aircraft has been deregistered, the FOCA will no longer be able to issue statements and certificates relating to this air-
craft. If the aircraft is to be exported, the relevant customs authorities must be contacted. Fees will apply in accordance with the Ordi-
nance of 28 September 2007 on fees levied by the Federal Office of Civil Aviation (SR 748.112.11).
