 Skill test CPL(H) VFR with examiner on SPH in accordance with Part-FCL and FOCA 
GM/INFO Examination Guide Helicopter; 
 

 Skill test MPH as COPI with examiner in accordance with Part-FCL and FOCA GM/INFO 
Examination Guide Helicopter; 

 
 Hold a certificate of satisfactory completion of multi-crew co-operation (MCC); 

 
 Application for the issuance of a pilot’s licence/permit (FOCA Form 69.975); 

 
 Copies of all pages of the current foreign pilot’s licence with entry of a current multi pilot 

helicopter type and instrument rating (pending licence is not accepted); 
 

 Copies of the last 4 logbook pages showing instruction and flying experience before skill test 
(flight time & STD); 

 
 Night qualification entry in licence or copies of the relevant signed logbook pages showing 

night flying experience or FOCA form. 61.611; 
 

 Copy of passport. 
 
 
 
Verification of the foreign pilot’s licences and medical certificates 
 
By filling the application form, the applicant will authorise the issuing Civil Aviation Authorities of his 
foreign licences and medical certificates to provide all relevant information for the corresponding 
application to the Swiss Federal Office of Civil Aviation (FOCA).
